
LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT
This document is hereby executed as a DEED.

4. Disposal of Body
I wish my body to be buried in strict accordance with the Islamic rules of Shariah with reference to Hanafi Fiqh. 
5. Disposal of Property
I DEVISE all my real and personal property unto my executors upon trust to distribute to my Islamic Heirs in accordance with Islamic Shariah Law with reference to Hanafi Fiqh.

6. Dispute by a Party
In the event that any party does dispute the validity of this will or make any claim against my estate whether under the Inheritance (Provision for Family and Dependants) Act 1975 or any re-enactment or statutory modification thereof or otherwise (save in respect of any valid debt owed to [INSERT NAME] by my estate at the date of my death) any entitlement under this will in favour of [INSERT NAME] shall be forfeited and shall be distributed to my Islamic Heirs in accordance with Islamic Shariah Law with reference to Hanafi Fiqh.

7. The Wasiyah
